ALICE is an acronym 
for Asset Limited, Income Constrained, 
Employed. ALICE represents the growing 
number of households in our communities 
that do not earn enough to afford basic 
necessities. The report indicates that 24% of 
Pennsylvanians earn above the Federal 
Poverty Level (FPL), but still struggle to buy 
even the most basic household necessities. 
Combined with the 13% of our population 
living below the FPL, a full 37% of 
Pennsylvanians live a daily battle to make
